Lessons take place each morning from 9 am until 12.30 pm in small classes (8 
maximum) at our large school located 200m from the picturesque harbour village of 

St Aubin.  

 

For a real experience of British life, students can choose to stay with a specially 
selected local host -family who provides breakfast, a packed lunch an d dinner with 
the family. Our school bus collects students in the morning and takes them back to 

their families after school and the host -family arranges transfers to and from the 
airport or harbour.
